EXTERIOR
The top deck features a wonderful open living and entertaining
space. Placed aft is a broad sunpad area, where guests can
kick back with a book and soak up some rays. Amidships is a
spacious area which can be set up with sun loungers, or

cleared away to enjoy some outdoor activities such as morning
yoga or pilates. There is also a fabulous circular jacuzzi, which
is accompanied by a beautiful curved wall featured that
doubles as a bar. Forward is a luxurious sitting area, with
modern curved couches.

On the lower aft deck is a fantastic outdoor dining area, with a
large dining table able to accommodate all guests with ease.
Her guests can enjoy al fresco meals together, while being
protected from the elements by the upper deck overhang
above.

INTERIOR
The interior has been tastefully decorated in a sophisticated
range of neutral to bring a zen-like atmosphere to the interior
spaces. The main salon has a ceiling heigh of 2.3m and is
accessed from the aft deck via floor to ceiling glass doors,
which, along with the large windows surrounding the salon,
bathe the space in natural light and sunshine. The main salon
features an abundance of seating, with a large couch area
situated aft. Forward of this is the formal indoor dining table,
with a convenient bar nearby to provide delicious
refreshments.
